' PROTECTIVE ORDER

WHEREAS, the parties have begun the discovery process in the above-captioned matter,
including making requests for the production of documents;

WHEREAS, the proceedings in this action may involve the production or disclosure of
confidential or sensitive information of the parties, and/or that the parties want to protect from
disclosure;

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED as follows: ,

1. Absent further order of the Court, all materials exchanged by the parties shall be
“Conﬁdenﬁal Information.”

| 2. The Parties shall use Confidential Information solely for the preparation, motions
practice, trial, appeal, and/or settlement of the action, and shall not be communicated or used for
any other purpose whatsoever except as compelled by court or administrative order or disclosed
pursuant to the Oregon Rules of Professional Conduct for attorneys at law.

3. Confidential Information shall not be given, shown, made available,

communicated, or disclosed to anyone other than qualified parties, who shall be the Court,
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Court Staff, counsel and their staff, the named parties, additional persons the partiés may
mutually agree in writing or the Court shall order, and consultartts, expert witnesses and
investigators, who assist the attorneys of record in this action. »

4. ‘ Except for Court, counsel and their staff, all other qualified persons whd view
exchanged information shall be shown and initial a copy of this order before viewing vdi’scovery
materials and agree in writing to be bound by this Order. '

5. Each Party expressly reserves any and all rights to challenge the designation as
confidential of any information so designated and the acceptance of discovery so designated is
not a waiver of said rights. Such designation shall not be construed in any way as an adiniésion
or agreement by any other Party that the designated information constitutes or contains any
trade secret or confidential information as contemplated by law. If after conferring with
opposing counsel there is no agreement as to confidential status, the party challenging the
confidential designation shall promptly seek a court determination of the status; pending
determination confidential information shall be filed only in accordance with this Order.

6. Except as expressly provided herein, nothing in this Protective Order is intepd‘ed
to limit or have the effect of limiting either Party's right to make use of such information for any
purposes or uses permitted under the Oregon Rules of Civil Procedure, the relevant Local Rules
of the above-identified Court, or the Oregon Rules of Evidence, at any time during motions
practice, the pretrial preparation, or trial of this lawsuit or any time up to and including the entry
of judgment and conclusion of any appeals taken therefrom. Accordingly, subject to the Oregon
Rules of Evidence, materials prOtected by this Protective Order may be offered in evidence at
trial or at any court hearing subject to such protective measures as may be directed by this
Court. Nothing contained in this Order shall preclude any Party from using its own
Confidential Information in any manner it sees fit, without prior consent of any Party or the
Court.

7. Confidential Information shall be placed under seal in submissions to the Court
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10.  Atter the final termination ot this action, including all appeals, all Confidential
Information, all copies of such Confidential Information and all excerpts, notes, extracts,

summaries, and analyses therefrom shall either be returned to the Party in possession of such

Confidential Information or the possessing Party shall certify, under oath, that such material has -

been safely stored subject to the provisions of this Order.

11.  Counsel for Plaintiff Storkson shall be permitted an oppbrtunity to depose
Defendant Wasco Electric Cooperative’s witnesses on January 20, 2011, from 9:30 a.m. to 4:30
p.m. The witnesses that may be deposed are Jeff Davis, Neal Harth, Doris Alley, Mary Forman,
Dale Padget, Larry Ashley, LaVern Gustafson, Tom Bailey and Brook Remingtoﬁ. The
cooperative will consider additional mutually agreed‘ dates for deposition of the Cooperative if

necessary.
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
